
DWARF ALBERTA SPRUCE 
Picea glauca ‘Conica’ 

Height: 5-6’  Spread: 3-4’ 
 
Location: Zone 4, sun to part shade 
 
Shape: Dense, conical 
 
Foliage: Bright green to gray-green needles 
 
Notes: A perfect cone shaped dwarf conifer 
displaying dense gray-green needles which are 
soft to the touch. Excellent as a tub plant or 
miniature Christmas tree. Makes a formal  
statement in the garden. Needs some winter  
protection in zone 4 in exposed areas.  

DWARF GLOBE BLUE SPRUCE  
Picea pungens ‘Globosa’ 

Height: 3-5’   Spread: 5-6’ 
 
Location: Zone 2, sun, tolerates southern  
  exposure 
 
Shape: Compact, mounded 
 
Foliage: Sharp, blue needles 
 
Notes: Globe-shaped evergreen shrub is 
dwarf, flat-topped and densely branched. Bright 
blue needles hold their color all year but are 
brighter in summer. A unique accent for that 
special spot.
