
COMMON WHITE LILAC 
Syringa vulgaris alba 

Height: 12-15’  Spread: 8-12’ 
 
Location: Zone 2, sun 
 
Shape: Upright, vase-like, suckering 
 
Foliage: Blue-green 
 
Notes: This hardy vigorous shrub is the 
white version of the old-fashioned favorite. It 
has attractive foliage, single white flowers, and 
makes a great informal hedge or screen.  

DONALD WYMAN LILAC 
Syringa x prestioniae ‘Donald Wyman’ 

Height: 8-10’  Spread: 6-10’ 
 
Location: Zone 3, sun 
 
Shape: Upright, rounded, dense 
 
Foliage: Coarse, dark green 
 
Notes: Panicles of purple buds opening to 
single, red-purple flowers. Blooms early to mid-
June on large pyramidal spikes. Blooms two 
weeks later than Common Lilac. Excellent 
specimen or hedge plant.
